away.” Hebrews 2:1

B) DISTRACTION
Matthew 14:25-31

Satan’s #1 tool against Christians is to get Christians DISTRACTED!
Hebrews 12:1-2
The key to avoiding distractions: Keep your eyes on JESUS!

C) DISOBEDIENCE
e 1John 1:6-8
e The remedy for our disobedience: “If we confess our sins to him, he is faithful and just to

forgive us and to cleanse us from every wrongq. If we claim we have not sinned, we are calling
God a liar and showing that his word has no place in our hearts.” Verses 9-10

How do we pass on our values?
“Then Jesus said to his disciples, "If anyone would come after me, he must deny himself and take up
his cross and follow me. For whoever wants to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for
me will find it.” Matthew 16:24-25
