
We tend to judge others by their ACTIONS, but we judge ourselves by our INTENTIONS. 

 

3 simple actions to develop the type of intimate marriage God wants you to have: 

 

1) If you think something good, SAY IT, every time! 

• “How beautiful your sandaled feet, O prince’s daughter!  Your graceful legs are like jewels, the 

work of an artist’s hands.  Your navel is a rounded goblet that never lacks blended wine.  Your 

waist is a mound of wheat encircled by lilies.  Your breasts are like two fawns, like twin fawns of a 

gazelle.”  Song of Solomon 7:1-3 

• Instead of just, “I love you”, add the word BECAUSE & fill in the blank with something different 

every time. 

• “Your head crowns you like Mount Carmel.  Your hair is like royal tapestry.  The king is held 

captive by its tresses.”  Song of Solomon 7:5   

• “Your stature is like that of the palm, and your breasts like clusters of fruit.  I will climb the palm 

tree; I will take hold of its fruit.”  Song of Solomon 7:7-8 

• “I belong to my beloved, and his desire is for me.”   Song of Solomon 7:10 

 

2) If you think something special, DO IT 

- 2 different types of special acts: 

a) PURPOSEFUL TIME 

• “Come, my beloved, let us go to the countryside, let us spend the night in the villages.”  

Song of Solomon 7:11 

• “Let us go early to the vineyards to see if the vines have budded.  If their blossoms have 

opened, and if the pomegranates are in bloom – there I will give you my love.”  Song of 

Solomon 7:12 

b) THOUGHTFUL ACTS 

• “The mandrakes send out their fragrance, and at our door is every delicacy.  Both new and 

old, that I have stored up for you.”  Song of Solomon 7:13 

 

3) If you want something different, BE IT 

• If you don’t like what you’re getting, look at what you’re GIVING. 
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
